You will create three HTML files for different practical tasks 

· template.html

· index.html

· about.html

The Body Tag
Create a Web Page template in Notepad as your starting document. Create a folder named MyWebSite. Save the document in this folder, please make sure that you choose “All Files” option in the “Save as type” field, calling it template.html.

This is where you enter the text in the body of the document to appear on the Web Page.

Once you have created your file and saved it, open it with your browser and view the result. Close your template document.
The Index page

Open your template file in Notepad and “save as” as your index.html. Save the index.html in MyWebSite folder, please make sure that you choose “All Files” option in the “Save as type” field. This file is the default page for that directory. When you go to a URL without a file name at the end, the server looks for a default file and displays that automatically.

The Header Tags in HTML
The header tags are part of the body of the HTML document.  Just like a newspaper's headlines, a Web document's headings make text stand out for effect. For example, the <h1> heading, which is the largest, could be used for the name of the page topic - much like a title. On many Web pages, the first heading is a duplicate of the document's title.

The heading commands have the syntax <hX> and </hX>, where X is the heading level. There are six heading levels, <h1> through to <h6>. <h1> is the largest and <h6> is the smallest Heading size.

Add a <h1> Hi </h1> in your index.html and view your results.
Paragraph and Line Break tags

PRIVATE
The <p> tag is used to create a new paragraph. 

The <br> tag specifies a line break between blocks of text.
Write a paragraph about your holidays in your index.html

Colours and style tag

By default the page is white and the text is black. We can change the background colour of the Web page, and also change the colour of all the text on the page. This is done by defining style, in style tag

Style  tags and style as property in HTML tags

Open your index.html document and within the body of the document try the following:

1) enter <hr> and check the result

2) Try changing the width of the line by adding the CSS command, 
e.g. <hr style="width:50%;">
3) Experiment with different widths by changing the 50% to other values.

4) Experiment with absolute pixels sizes as well as relative percentage values.
<hr style="width:333px;">
5) Experiment with different thickness’ of line, by adding the size attribute, and trying out different heights, e.g. 1, 10, 100, etc. i.e. <hr style="width:40%; height:9px;">
6) Now change the alignment of the line to left and right, by adding CSS code float:right; or float:left;.
The About page

Open your template file in Notepad and “save as” as your about.html. Save the about.html in MyWebSite folder, please make sure that you choose “All Files” option in the “Save as type” field. This file is your next web page. Please make some changes:

Hyperlinks
The WWW is built on hyperlinks between documents.  The syntax for adding a link to another page is:

<a href="link address">text</a>

Try adding a hyperlink from  your index.html documents to about.html
 You need to write:

<a href="about.html">About our family</a>

Think how you need to link back “about.html” page to your index.html (home page) 

Adding graphics

Please add some picture to your folder MyWebSite.
The syntax for adding a graphic to a page is:

<img src="image filename"/> You don’t need a closing tag.

Example

<img src="cat.jpg"/> Please note that file”cat.jpg” must be in the same folder ( or if you put in in subfolder use <img src="images/cat.jpg"/>
Locate an appropriate image on Google images. Save the image to a sub-folder of your MyWebSite folder, naming the folder images. Insert this image into your file.  Save your file with an appropriate name and test your file in browser.
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
