Please follow these steps:

1. Copy the files from the following location to your local folder:

H:\BUSINESS\DISC\6420 IWD\exercises\Using DOM to Switch CSS
2. Open MultiCSS.html. Study the code.

3. As you can see, there are two external CSS files available in this folder and the HTML page is linked to positive.css by default:

<link rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" href="positive.css"/>

4.  There are two hyperlinks (STYLE 1 and STYLE 2) on MultiCSS.html. Your task is to link STYLE 1 to positive.css and STYLE 2 to negative.css. Each time the user clicks on one of the hyperlinks, the style of the page should change, as defined in the external CSS files. 
Hint: You need to make use of DOM methods and create a new link using createElement(). The attributes of the new link can be set using setAttribute().
      var newlink = document.createElement("link")

      newlink.setAttribute("rel", "stylesheet");

      newlink.setAttribute("type", "text/css");

      newlink.setAttribute("href", cssFile);

5. The hyperlinks should implement “onclick” event and call the JavaScript function “changeCSS” when they are clicked by the user.
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
