In this exercise you will learn how to create some effects using jQuery. You should find all the required files and the solution for this exercise from the following location:

Exercise 1| Adding jQuery to a web page
1. In this exercise, we will learn to how to add jQuery to a webpage and use basic jQuery. Open ExerciseOne.html in the text editor.
2. You need to add this line of code in the head element in you webpage. For this exercise, we will use jQuery from Google CDN.
<script src="https://ajax.googleapis.com/ajax/libs/jquery/1.11.3/jquery.min.js"></script>
3. Finally, you need to add jQuery code to change a text in a paragraph from the original one to “Hello jQuery”. 

Exercise 2| Hiding/Showing content
1. In this exercise, we will learn to how to hide an element using jQuery. Open ExerciseOne.html from the previous exercise in the text editor.

2. Add a button to a webpage and set its id and value to “mybutton” and “click me” respectively.

3. You need to add jQuery code to toggle hiding and showing of the paragraph. 

4. Finally, you save it as ExerciseTwo.html.

Exercise 3| Adding Elements in a webpage
1. Open AddingImage.html in the text editor. You will need to add jQuery to add an element to a html document.
2. In the html code, there is a function called “addImage”. You need to write jQuery code to create an image element and set its attribute, i.e. width, height and src. The width and height of an image element must be set to 600px and 350 px. For src attribute, you set its value to a source location of the clicked thumbnail image.  Then, you append the image element to div element with id “lightbox”. 
3. Add a jQuery Event for each thumbnail image so that when a user clicks on a thumbnail, the addImage function will be executed.
Exercise 4| jQuery FadeIn, FadeOut, Animation, CSS
1. Open FadeIn.html in a text editor. In this exercise, we will add some effects using jQuery.  
2. In the html file, there are 2 function, displayFullImage() and removeFullImage(). You need to add jQuery code in displayFullImage() function and the function must apply the following css properties and effects to target elements.
· Set a value of the full image’s src attribute to a source location of the clicked thumbnail image. 
· Apply fadeIn effect to lightbox area and set the speed to 1000 milliseconds.
· Apply fadeIn effect to the full Image and set the speed to 1200 milliseconds.
· Apply opacity property to the full Image and set the value to 1

· Apply animation effect to the full Image and set the animation parameter to {width: '800px', height: '400px'}. Then, set the speed to 1200. 
3. For removeFullImage(), you need to apply apply the following css properties and effects to target elements.

· Apply fadeOut effect to lightbox area and set the speed to 1200 milliseconds.

· Apply fadeOut effect to the full Image and set the speed to 1000 milliseconds.

· Apply animation effect to the full Image and set the animation parameter to {width: '200px', height: '112px'}. Then, set the speed to 1000. 

4. Add a jQuery Event for each thumbnail image and a lightbox area so that when a user clicks on one of these elements, the displayFullImage() function or removeFullImage() function will be executed. 
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
