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AJAX Exercise 
In this exercise you will learn how to use AJAX in your web page. You can find the required files and the solution from the following location:

Exercise 1| Getting start with Ajax
1. In this exercise, we will use AJAX technique in a web page. Open SimpleAjax.html in a text editor or IDE.
2. The first thing that we have to do is to add a function called “loadDocument” in the script tag.
3. In the loadDocument function, we need to add a code to create an xmlHttpRequest object.

Var xmlhttp;

if (window.XMLHttpRequest)

  {// code for IE7+, Firefox, Chrome, Opera, Safari

  xmlhttp=new XMLHttpRequest();

  }

else

  {// code for IE6, IE5

  xmlhttp=new ActiveXObject(“Microsoft.XMLHTTP”);

  }
4. Then, we add this line of code to define a function that is called every time to 
xmlhttp.onreadystatechange=function()

  {

  if (xmlhttp.readyState==4 && xmlhttp.status==200)

    {

    document.getElementById("myDiv").innerHTML=xmlhttp.responseText;

    }

  }
5. Finally, add this line of code to send a request to a server

xmlhttp.open("GET","ajax_info.html",true);

  xmlhttp.send();
6. Save your webpage and test it. (Note that: you may need to upload the web page to a server if it doesn’t work.)

7. Modify this web page to use jQuery Ajax and save it as SimpleAjax_jQuery.html. finally, test this web page on the server.
Exercise 2| Design your own XML document
1. Design and create an XML document to record the maximum temperature

details for Auckland. Data to be stored for each entry is:

• Day (use a number eg 2)

• Month (use a number eg 9)

• Year (use 4 digit number eg 2009)

• Max temperature (in degrees C – eg 24.0)

Your data file should include just the data for 1 to 7 April 2015.

Temperature data to be used is: 24.0, 21.9, 24.4, 25.8, 26.9, 25.3, 25.7The information that you need to store      
2. Finally, you need to use this website to validate your xml document (http://www.w3schools.com/xml/xml_validator.asp). If you fail the validation, you may need to correct your code. 

Exercise 3| Use Ajax and XML
1. Read and manipulate the XML file to display, in the client, the dates and temperature figures, one to a line, with the average maximum temperature given below (see the figure). You must use Ajax techniques to get the XML data to the client, and must use the DOM API to extract, calculate and then display the relevant details.
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
