	HIERARCHY OF CONTROLS

	CONTROL
	DESCRIPTION

	Eliminate
	You must first attempt, where reasonably practicable, eliminate the risk to health and safety

	Substitute
	If the risk cannot be eliminated, you must substitute (wholly or partly) the hazard with that of a lesser risk

	Isolate
	If you cannot substitute the risk (wholly or partly), you must isolate the hazard to prevent any person coming into contact with it

	Engineering Controls
	If you cannot isolate the hazard, you must implement engineering controls to reduce the risk

	Administrative
	If the risk still remains, you must implement administrative controls i.e., training, policies, procedures

	PPE
	If the risk still remains, you must ensure provision and use of personal protective equipment
